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Home Grown Missionaries
Dr. Florence Davidovski to Serve in Kenya

To All Loch Raven,

The concept that ordinary circumstances, with
confirmation by Scripture, followed by the peace that
passes all understanding is clearly from the Holy Spirit,
and in my case, | have experienced this about a
medical missions trip to Kenya in January 2012. Let me
explain:

| attended the Christian Ophthalmological Society
(COS) meeting in July. There was a call for eye
surgeons to go to Kenya in January and April 2012 to
operate on the myriad of Kenyans without eye care. |
felt moved to volunteer without any knowledge of the
specifics. At that time, it was not a reality, but a dream
to go.

In August, Dr. Neil Thompson, general surgeon on the
mission field for several decades, spoke at LRPC. Many
of you remember when he spoke of how each of us
can touch people with the gospel by being
missionaries. He challenged our congregation when he
asked who was our next missionary going to be. | felt
that God was speaking directly into my heart.

In October, the doctor from COS called, “Was | still
interested in going?” There was a new spark in me to
go to Kenya. | had not acted in August and now felt it
might be too late to go. She said there was still a need.
In my Bible study last week, we studied Acts 9-12
where Cornelius without foreknowledge accepts what
God was telling him. He acted. He just got up and did
what God had asked him without reservation

or grumbling or doubt. He trusted God for the details.
| feel God is telling me to get up and go and to trust
Him for the details.

This is where | am today. My focus is to get up and
go. | have never done this before. | am very excited
and yes, apprehensive. | am confident that if it is in
God'’s will that the logistics will fall into place. This
eye medical missions trip is from January 19-29 near
Nairobi, Kenya, where a group of three
ophthalmologists and support staff are going to
provide desperately needed eye care and cataract
surgery to hundreds of Kenyans who have no other
recourse but to stay blind.

My heart’s desire is to serve God with my talents and
to help these Kenyans to see again in doing cataract
eye surgery. For me to go on this medical missions
trip would be a testimony to Jesus’ healing and
provision for all peoples. There are two months left
before the trip. As of Saturday, November 19" God
has provided $1750.00, mainly from this
congregation. | thank you for supporting me
financially and especially with prayer. The Lord is
great! Would you pray daily for me in this endeavor
that God would provide sufficient funds of $3000.00
so that all the glory will be His? If you are able to
contribute | would be deeply grateful. | will send
periodic updates as the time gets closer. Please let
me know you will be praying daily by emailing me at
fdeyedoc@hotmail.com.

Bible Translation

This letter is from Bob Creson to Wycliffe USA staff worldwide. Please feel free to share it with your
ministry partners as desired. — This letter was sent to LRPC by the Conroys.

November 2011
Dear Colleagues,

In a minority language group where people are not well acquainted with Jesus, a woman was hired to
translate one of the gospels. Although she was fluent in Russian (the language from which she was

translating), she discovered that—riphterrrwer ds i
touching, deemfNer mahdrrRbhowi aoaft’en she read the
crying when | read about Jesus being lonely and praying during the night before His crucifixion. When |
read those words in my | anguage | can’t stop

she read it to others, they also wept.

In another language group in the area, a mother tongue translator needed to find out if a new translation
of Mark’ s Gospel communicated cl|Becauselshgwas so s he
concentrating very hard, she did not look up until she heard a noise that sounded like laughter. Was
something wrong with the text? Did her listeners think it inappropriate to read in the local language
when they were all educated in Russian?

Then she realized that it was not laughter but crying! She looked up to see a school principal with his
head bowed and a pool of tears on the desk in front of him. The story in Mark 12 about the poor widow
giving her offering had touched him deeply. When he heard it in his own language, he realized that
Jesus' words carried a challenge—it is not enough just to hear the words; we must live accordingly.

If these people speak and teach in the language of wider communication, why do they still respond in

this way to their mother tongue? A translator in West Asia put itthisway: “* We can wunder st
Bi ble with our mind in the national | anguage,
hearts.” After giving 18 years of his I|ife to
man turned his attention to the Old Testament. Now the full Bible is being typeset by a partner

organization and is expected to be dedicated in 2012.

are proficient in a language of wider communication. Butt he transl ati on i n tha
resonate at the deepest level of their beings—the place where hurts are healed, decisions are made, and

lives are changed. And for some in the community, it may not resonate at all.

How do we tell which groups need their own Scripture translation? How do we know when we should
invest the tremendous amount of resources it takes to translate, publish and distribute a translation? How

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do we avoid investing in translations for people that are truly multilingual to the point that they would
not benefit from another translation? These are important questions as we seek to complete Vision 2025.

Surveys give us guidance, as doTheangeacgahdt al st o
commitment expressed by mother tongue speakers is another important indicator, and there are others.

|l want to invite you to pray with mePraythahGod God
would give discernment as leaders, survey teams, and translators determine which language truly speaks
to the hearts of each group of people.
