We will be exploring the biblical truth that
Jesus is the God of both the Old and New
Testaments. We will look at some of His
0ld Testament appearances or
"Christophanies” and discuss some of the
divine titles and attributes that are given
to Christ in both testaments. We will show
that many Old Testament passages that
refer to God are directly applied to Jesus in
the New Testament.

We will also compare Christian teaching
with many of the false teachings that con-
tend for the minds of men. One way we will

do this is by showing how the false teach-
ers misapply Christ's names as "only-
begotten” and "firstborn"; we will explain
these names in their proper cultural and
biblical contexts.

We will examine Christ's own role in the
creation and His oneness with the Father.

Our sources of truth will be very predomi-
nately the Scriptures themselves though
we will take a look at some of the ancient
creeds including the Westminster Confes-
sion of Faith.
